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New Media Literacy for Media Professionals

The New Media Literacy for Media Professionals is an EU funded project through the Lifelong Learning Programme. The project is being put into action by its four members which are FOPSIM (Malta), The School for the Communication & Media (Slovakia), VIDEOVEST (Romania) and Media 21 Foundation (Bulgaria). The main aim of the project is to contribute to a better quality media and communication in Europe. Indeed, it is geared towards media professionals such as journalists in order for them to exploit the potential of new media techniques. 
The project will raise awareness about available software and outline the possibilities that it can offer. This shall be accomplished through a series of three international seminars (Romania, Bulgaria and Slovakia) which will consist of joint discussions and workshops. Moreover, a weblog page will be created and this will portray all the project activities. Furthermore, a network for journalists and media professionals will be established with the purpose of sharing ideas, experiences, and best practice on new media.

The project was launched during a kick-off meeting at the Waterfront Hotel in Gzira in October 2012. During this conference, various speakers from the previously mentioned organizations explained what the project consists of, outlined the objectives and methodologies, and divided the tasks amongst all partners. The next seminar, which will be hosted by Video Vest in Romania, is scheduled for September 2013. Meanwhile, the four partners will conduct a research and prepare a set of training materials on new media for the three seminars. The project spans over 24 months and it will end with a final meeting in Slovakia in May 2014.  
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
